1. All vessels should be required to make good preparations for stormy
weather and be ready to evacuate for safety position as the need arises.

9. Small vessels and crafts shoutd commence sheltering to safety position.

5. Should have conversation with concerned parties to prevent smal | boats
and others from drifting or capsizing inside of Harbor.
