Al vessels in the ONAHAMA port are recommended to take precautionary
measures to prevent any damages by low’ pressure after 10:30 (JST) “on

1. All vessels should be required to make good preparations for stormy
weather and be ready to evacuate for safety position as the need arises.

2. Small vessels and c¢rafts should commence shelterlng to safety position.

3. Smali flshlng boats and barges should forestal| to be- swept away.

4. To be required to keep watching of weather forecast and in touch with
concerned parties. :

5. Should have conversation with concerned parties to prevent smaII boats
and others from drifting or capsizing inside of Harbor.

6. GaII attention for all vessels inside/outside of Harbor to prevent

“ Dragging Anchor ”

7. Should foresee the changes of Weather—Condition and take approprlate

measures to prevent. Maritime Accident without any delays.
